Background

Ten years have passed now since the political and economic reforms in the Central and Eastern European countries gave way to the forming of family farm enterprises.

In these countries farmers had to start everything from the very beginning. Due to lack of capital, equipment and technical knowledge family enterprises realised only a lower level of farming. Most countries, similarly to the practice of Western countries, intended to support farmers by offering extension services.

Professionals from agricultural ministries and institutions could first exchange experiences in 1995 in Warsaw at the Conference on the Central and Eastern European Agricultural Extension. Based on the success of this conference participants decided to ask Hungarian colleagues to organise the next such meeting.

Further experience and knowledge have been collected in the past five years that should be discussed and evaluated.

You are kindly requested to share your experiences, successes at the 2. Conference on the Central and Eastern European Agricultural Extension between 14 and 18 May, 2000.

Well-known Western European experts will be invited to the conference as well, who can share their views and provide guidance for the improvement of agricultural extension systems.
