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The agrarian specific quality assurance prerequisites of content providing in the apropos of getting onto the electronic governmental portal
1. Introduction
The discourse is about one of the central questions of agricultural economy service providing, about the aspects of quality assurance of the provided content. It was created for the competition for developing the electronic government called by MEH (SZT-2002-EG-2). SZIE’s Department of Economical Informatics has been following for the last few years the shaping of the Hungarian and the international agrarian content services. It also participates actively as a demonstrator. 

There are many legal and marketing based dilemmas concerning the partially deliberated or controlled services, such as constitutional, data protection, market ruling and consumer protection questions. These will remain in the system as long as there are no unambiguous legal, technological, control methods and clear uniform strategies. 
2. The regulatory and standardization issues of online communication
The order of the regulatory and standardization issues of online communication described later is not yet complete, without overlaps or strictly sequential because of the complexity of the phenomenon. 
The claims described in the questions are not for the qualifying the potential organizations current service qualities, but to help them find the possible developable areas. 
3. Delivered content
We must ask a question when someone wants to be a part of electronic governmental portal. Is the content provided useful, needed and wanted? There must an admission procedure, where the administrator of the portal decides about this question. 
4. The aspects of content quality
It is important from the content quality’s view, independently from the type of service, to know the data protection limitations, because these show the value of the given data.

4.1. Data treasure
To know the quality of the data treasure, we must know the origin, the preparation and processing procedures of the data. These help the user to better interpret the data.
4.2. Document treasure
The document treasure contains the methodology descriptions, the expert journals and reports containing the evaluations. Partially the assays and forecasts can be taken into this group, but the numerical data must be registered in the data treasure and it is extremely important the comparison with the alternative data.

4.3. Maps
The maps form a separate group because of the specialties of their creation and preparation.
5. In stead of summary, or the connection between the electronic governmental content service and the joining of EU
A very interesting question: the question of the preparation for joining the EU. The task for increasing the electronic government content service’s potential is to create the conditions of the information flow, which helps all the participants to see all the questions about every segment of the market.
When realizing the services’ utility it is important to note the complexity about the question if education, research or expert consulting needs a more ordered knowledge base?
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
